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SVC-CAMFT shall focus on relationship building with clients, with our members and 
with our community.  Our Chapter serves members in furthering professional 

excellence as agents of change in enhancing individual and family life and in exerting 
a positive, humanizing impact on the larger society. 
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As MFTs, we must acknowledge the 
recent decision of the California 
Supreme Court to allow same-sex 
marriage in our state.  It was a 
momentous day for the 
approximately 109,000 same-sex 
domestic partner households in 
California (Sac. Bee, May 16, 
2008).  Thousands of committed 
couples wept tears of joy because 
now they will have the choice to 
marry, or not, as they wish. 
 
Since much of the country sees 
California at the forefront of trends 
that ultimately extend across the 
nation, we may now be witnessing 
the final phase of ridding the books 
of laws prohibiting free and 
competent Americans from 
marrying who they choose. 
 
It’s no coincidence that one of the 
first states (second only to 
Massachusetts) to take this stand is 
California, which happens to be 
home to about half the MFTs in the 
country.  Marriage and Family 
Therapists in California have had a 
central role in creating the 
definitions of marriage that have led 
to this day.  Hour by hour, we sit 
with our clients, helping them clarify 
the meaning of marriage as it 
applies to their own intimate 
relationships.  Many of us also 
teach, write, and speak publicly on 
the topic, spreading the word.  Our 
position is that it’s not “just a piece 
of paper,” it’s not an arrangement of 
convenience, it’s not something to 

walk away from for trivial reasons.  
The word “marriage” refers to the 
deepest and most personal 
relationship that a couple can create.  
It is the ultimate voluntary bond 
between two people, and in my 
opinion, no other term carries the 
same meaning, dignity, and time-
honored history. 
 
That history includes the right to 
choose who we will be with, to publicly 
proclaim our marriage, to raise 
children if we want to, and to live 
under a government that supports 
these rights.  And that’s where MFTs 
come in.  We help our clients in many 
ways, such as pre-marital counseling, 
building strong relationships, 
communication skills, child raising, 
crisis management, and divorce. 
  
Let’s take a few moments to 
acknowledge the important work we 
do.  We work alone, “knee to knee” 
with our clients:  individuals, couples, 
families, the basic units of society.  But 
we aren’t alone professionally.  Each 
of us stands with others who have 
gone before, using wisdom and 
techniques they have developed, and 
we stand with our community of 
colleagues when we connect for 
educational and social activities.  We 
learn, we grow, we renew ourselves.  
And we should thank our strong state 
and local associations for defending 
and promoting our continued ability to 
do these things.
